A. INTRODUCTION

  These notes together with the Terms and Conditions should be read before completing the associated application form. The Notes are designed to give the applicants guidance in completing the various sections. All of the information requested is essential for the complete evaluation of the proposal. All guidelines given in these notes must be strictly followed. All text should be provided in Times New Roman, font size 12 (or similar) with single line spacing. The total number of recommended pages for the description of the Research Program must not be exceeded. Applications not adhering to these guidelines will be deemed ineligible and will be returned to the applicant by SAIT.

  The identity of those experts who conduct the evaluation shall remain confidential and shall not be disclosed to the applicants.

  However, the full details, including comments on the results of the evaluation, will be given to the applicant. 

  The currency to be used in this form is the currency of the U.S. Dollars and Korean Won. The fixed exchange rate between these is US$ 1 dollar = \ 1,150. Applicants may use either the U.S. dollar or Korean won, but should be consistent. Note that for approved payments will not change.

  SAIT takes all reasonable steps to ensure that information provided in the application form is treated as confidential.

  Please ensure that all of the relevant information has been included as nothing can be added subsequent to the deadline.

B. SUBMISSION OF PROPOSALS

  Proposals can only be accepted on the application forms provided by SAIT. A suitable procedure is being prepared for electronic submissions and details will be posted on the web-site. (www.sait.samsung.co.kr or www.clicktechnology.co.kr)

  The deadline for submission of proposals is 18:00(GMT+09:00)on month, date, year. Proposals arriving after the deadline will not be accepted.

C. Definition of the word

  All of the sections must be completed in full in order to provide SAIT with the necessary information to process the application. The notes below provide the details on how to complete each section. The Terms and Conditions should also be consulted for further background information. The application form can be downloaded from the SAIT website ("www.sait.samsung.co.kr" or "www.clicktechnology.com"). Applicants may alter the size of the boxes in order to insert the relevant text but should always follow the guidelines on font size, number of pages etc.

Please note that the applications form template should not be altered.

1. PRINCIPAL INVESTIGATOR

  The full details of the applicant should be provided. Where there is more than one senior researcher involved in the proposals, the lead or Principal Investigator must be identified. Other researchers can be described in Section 4 under Personnel.

2. PROPOSED RESEARCH BODY

  The full details of the host Research Body must be provided including the department or unit where the Principal Investigator and team will be located. Note that the Research Body must be an induvidual, Company, University, Institute of Technology or Public Research Organization.

3. RESEARCH PROJECT TITLE

This should be no more than 30 words and describe succinctly the research program.

4. RESEARCH PROGRAM SUMMARY

  The summary should encapsulate the program of work that will be carried out by the Principal Investigator and team. Please note that this will be used by the SAIT to direct proposals to the appropriate evaluators and therefore should be comprehensive. It should include the application's broad, long-term objectives and specific aims, making reference to the economic and industry relevance of the program. It should describe concisely the research design and methods for achieving these goals.

5. RESEARCH PROPOSAL

  It is up to the Principal Investigator to convince the evaluators that he/she merits this collaboration with SAIT. Text should be in Times New Roman, font size 12 (or similar) with single line spacing. The number of pages should not exceed 20; figures, tables and schematic diagrams with brief legends can be added as annexes. The description must be structured in the following manner:

4.3 Research Program Cost

 The costs are intended to cover the direct costs attributable to the research program, such as all relevant costs, including salaries, equipment, material, consumables and travel. An appropriate provision should be made for overheads. These are costs claimed by a Research Body to cover costs, which are not directly attributable to the Research Program. SAIT is opening discussions with potential Research Bodies in relation to overheads. The applicant should discuss the issue with the prospective Research Body. It may be difficult to provide full details at this stage, however, an outline must be provided. 

 The salary costs of the Principal Investigator and the remuneration package should be at a level appropriate to the caliber of the researcher. The terms and conditions of the contract between the Principal Investigator and the Research Body is a matter for negotiation between the two entities. The team members should be remunerated in accordance with the practices of the Research Body provided these are regarded as being acceptable to the SAIT. SAIT is not setting rates for the Senior and Postdoctoral Researchers however they should be at a level to enable the Principal Investigator to attract the best researchers to the team. The terms of the respective contracts of/for services of the members of the research team are a matter for negotiation between the researcher and the Research Body.

 Over and above what will be available in the Research Body details of all equipment necessary for the research program should be provided. All major items must be fully justified in the Research Design and Methods section of the description of the Research Program.

 Provide an outline of all materials and consumables that will be used in the course of the research program should be provided. Note that this may include access to facilities and services not available in the host Research Body. All items must be justified in the Research Design and Methods section of the description of the Research Program. 

 Travel costs for journeys that are an essential part of the investigation and are directly related to the research program can be claimed as a direct cost on the research grant. Outline details of travel expenses directly related to conferences, scientific collaboration on the research program, or for the learning of special techniques. In the case of working visits, the rates sought for subsistence and other allowances should be those which the Research Body's permanent staff may claim. An outline of other costs that do not naturally fit under any other heading may be given here. 

5. Biographical Sketches of Principal Researchers

The application should also include a comprehensive biographical sketch of the Principal Investigator, including career to date structured as follows:

- State subject and class of degree(s) with university and dates

- Starting with nature of current appointment, list, in chronological order, previous positions with appropriate details

- All significant publications listed by Author(s), Title of Article, Name of Publication, Date of Publication, details (chapters, pages, etc.).

- The applicant should identify their 20 most outstanding publications over the last 10 years.

- Patents (granted and pending) should include: Application Number, Title, Year, Assigned Inventors.

- Grants completed (in past 5 years) listed by Awarding Agency, Details, Total Amount, Period Covered

- Awards/honors received.

6. References(Optional)

Provide a concise list of the relevant literature cited in the Research Program description. Publications should be listed by Author(s), Title of Article, Name of Publication, Date of Publication, details (chapters, pages, etc).
